Duties and Responsibilities:

Under the overall guidance of the WFP Security Officer and the direct supervision of the Guard Supervisor, the Security Guard is expected to:
· Patrol and maintain security of the Warehouse premises and grounds during the assigned shift and report any irregularities.

· Issue building passes when appropriate.

· Liaise as necessary with the local administration, police authorities, fire services and other emergency services.

· Report for duty as and when necessary (on call).

· Duties to be performed on a 24/7 basis as scheduled in the Security Guard Duty Roster not to exceed 40 hours per week.

· Perform other duties as requested.
